Dragon’s Den

Getting the teams to a
position where they have
done all of the work
needed to go to the 'Drag-
ons' to make their pitch
has taken many weeks of
work. These preparation
stages are vital and are the
weeks where the teaching
of the business skills takes
place.

The concept of ‘'The Drag-
ons' is based on the UK TV
show '‘Dragons Den'.
Different countries have
different versions called
different things, however

the concept is that budding
entrepreneurs ask for
investment funds to take
their ideas and turn them
into a reality. There should
be at least 3 'Dragons' on
the panel. These should be
adults within your school
such as the head teacher or
class teachers.

The teams will need to be
given the date and time
of their '‘Dragon'’s Den’
pitch which they will
need to work towards. In
their pitch for the invest-
ment funding of their
business. This will be
each teams chance to
impress and make sure
their business is put
forward to the next
stage.

The students will need to
create a PowerPoint pres-
entation to make their
pitch, this can include
bullet points, graphs,
photos and videos that
they have taken and made.

These presentations
should be saved as they

will form part of the
team’s final submission

and will be sent with the
final report for judging.

The children should:

- Present their business
idea and show their proto-
types

- Discuss the outcomes of
the market research



- Present the company
logo and slogan

- Explain your unique
selling point

- Describe your marketing
strategy

- Present your budget i.e.
your estimated costs and
how you will make a profit

The 3 ‘Dragons’ will listen
to the pitches and the
presentations from the
children. They may then
ask questions to the com-
panies about their business
plan, before awarding
them with the start-up
funding required. It is
important to note that the
children will not receive the

actual money, but an
investment agreement.
The children will need to
keep the accounts for their
business and the $ invest-
ment and all materials and
equipment will be ordered
by the school.
